In 1927 the
company was formally incorporated in
Chio and proudly retained his historic
name, William Trider, Fc.® We hope that
you were able to grow sare of the fine
Tridker varieties last year .

a Northern water garden pool that is enjoyed this late in the year!

When autumn
approaches in Octdoer in
our Northem states, the
prevention of leaves fram
falling into the water
garden pool is important.
We are also reminded at
this time that our short
growing seasmn is coming to an end. The catching
of leaves is easily acoarplished with a pad net
placed over the pool in the autum. The pond net
covering is important to catch the leaves before
they enter the pool. If the leaves atter the pool
they will accumilate, decompose and produce
noxious gases under the ice that can harm fish
ard effect the emology of your pool.

When pad netting is being placed over water
garden pools in autum, most hardy water lilies in
the Northem states have already gone dormant
and stopped blooming. Characteristically, the hardy
water lilies are preparing for the predicted harsh
winter as indicated by Farmer ‘s Almanac and have

put their energy in the underground tuber.

However, as W.B. of Mentor, CH (ghoto above) is
placing his net an the water garden pool, ane big
doservarian is nede: The tropical water lilies
are still bloaming! Yes, W.B. of Matar, CH has
cbserved what Trider’s has recommended for
decades and Tricker custamers have known for
yeers: Meke sure to grow tropical water lilies
in your water garden pool to extend your
blooming season and enjoy your water garden
longer! Cheracteristically the tropical weter lilies

a bloaning and growing! It is as if the growing
season has been extended! Unfortunately the
tropical water lilies do not survive through the winter
but will give a wonderful display of flowers
throughout our short growing seasaon in the Northern
climetes.

If ae examines historic water gardening bocks
and expert writings of the past: the principle that
growing tropical water lilies to extend a growing
season is a must in Northemn climates and also
superior in many features not found in hardy
varieties of water lilies. Not aily do the txopical
water lilies extend the growing season, but have
other features that are superior to the hardy water
high above the water, are very aramatic, care in
night blooming varieties, produce more flowers,
have flowers of blue and purples shades, have
varieties of strongly mottled pads and contain
viviparous varieties!

Bit, do et faet the hardy
water lilies. They are very
beautiful and many varieties
have proven to be excellent
bloomers. Hardy water lilies
have the benefit of being able
to be planted earlier then the trgpicals in the spring
when it is ocooler ard thus begin to show the pond
d f erlier. This was recognized in the early 1920s
by Trider ‘s when we stressed growing BOTH hardy
ard tropical water lilies to extend ard enjoy the
growing season.

Tub gardening is a form of water
gardening that can be enjoyed in
the axnfines of a sinple tub filled
with water. 2An entire ecosystem
with aguatic plants can be crated
ard ejoyed in this tub.

The true benefit of a tub garden
i s the fact thet this tub can be set
up within mirtes. All you have to
do is add water and aquatic plants
to the selected tub and
“immediate gratification” This tub can be placed on
your patio, suk into the ground, or placed in a unique
place in your backyard.

My different ideas have been used to meke a tub
garden, however the tub material must be safe for aquatic

plants ard agquatic life.

1. What type of water lilies are recomended for the
tub garden?

Answer: The “pygny water lilies” are recomended for
the tub garden. However, meny of Tricker custarers have
grom the larger varieties and enjoy the lush growth of the
pads.

2. Are there any other aguatic plants that resemble
water lilies that can be used in the tub garden?

Mnswer: Yes, the “water snowflakes” have been used
by many experienced tub gardeners for decades are
ecamical . They have delicate pads with wonderful
flowers and are easy to grow!

3. Can a whiskey barrel be use to make a tub garden?
Answer: Whiskey barrels can be used however they do
have several necptive side effects. If the barrel is drained
far the winter, the boards can shrirk and fall spat. Also,
there can be taxic substances left in the barrel that can
herm aguetic life. This is why Trider 'scf fers aur tub garden
containers with excellent weathering properties such as
the togue and groove cedar with a special liner designed
by Trder’s ad ultravidlet resistant polyethylene tubs.
4. Can the tub garden be
sunk into the ground?
Answer: Yes, and this

plat s is the water sasitivity plat. The
plant is placed on the surface of the
water and it slowly grows across
sending aut leaves. The leaves of the
plant will close to the touch of a hand
similar to the mimosa plant. Most
uwusual are the bulbous stems (they
feel ad lock like styrofcam) thet form
to allow the plant to float across your
water garden pool. This plant needs
very little attention since it derives
nourishment from the water through the
dargling roots. It cen also produce a
with the coloration of the leaves and
reddish stens.  Try ae this year ard
enjoy a most wwusual plant.

In arr past articles we
have discussed the
tarcs. The taros seem
to add that special
growth at the edge of
the pand, or as a pond
center feature. The
leaves blow gently in
the breeze and give a
waderful attraction to the pand. Since
they are tropical, they grow rapidly. When
weather in the fall is beooming oold, they
can be brought in doors and placed in a
dish of water near a window to gather
snlignt. In the spring, they canbe retirmed
to the poal!

Reminder:

The Floating Leaf Flower (name
derived from the gerwus) has one of
the most dainty ard attractive flowers
of the floating agquatic plants. The
leaves overlap like roofing tiles ard
have a most wwsual touch. The light
green colaratio of the leaves with the
amtrasting red roots ard reddish leaf
trim meke this a very attractive plant.
Like most floating aguatic plants it
needs very little attention since it
derives it s nourishment from the water.

Aquatic
snails are
extremely
important in
your water
garden pool.
They are nature’s house cleaners.
Each smail (trapdoor snails, melantho
snails, ramshom smails, etc.) that
Trider of fers has a dif ferent gopetite
and function in the water garden
pol. Thus, a variety of smails should
be introduced into each water
garden. For example, some work on
the waste material of fish, others am
decaying plant nmeterial, etc.

Do not forget to use a bacterial additive,

Ultraclear, in the spring to get your pad to a great start
this year. Also, meke sure to use the extra strength “Sludge
Digester” to rid of the build up of sludge over the winter.

method has been used for
decades. The tub is sunk
M approximately 2/3 of the way
with the 1lip above ground.  This
will also keep the water
tenperature consistant.

Both of these additives are compatible when using

together. They are necessary in starting your “Nitrogen
Cycle” that is so important in keeping heathy water!

Fish love Daphnia and Duckweed!
When it cames to providing your fish with a source of
ratural live fish foods the selectim is often limited. Sare
oft?edeapestoolcrsoff@resultfmntlecastant@
of matural live fish foods such
as Daphnia and Duckweed!

Daphnia is the aquarist best
knomn 1ive fish food. These small
creatures are approximately
the size of a pinhead. They are
known by the biologist as
crustaceans which belang to the
large order or group known as
Cladocera . They are comonly called “ditch
fleas” ar “weter fleas”. They do not bite but
resanble a flea moving in the water with a
Jerky motion.  The daphnia just hop and jump
arourd in the water. This jerky or active
motion attracts fish. If you also have
salamanders, they also are very fond of
egting the Daphnia . Daphnia not aily are a great nutritiasl
fich food bt the daphnia lowe to est alcge!

Duckweed, a smell floating plant, is a GREAT test fix
your pad fish. The fish can consume a tremendous
amount of duckweed in an afternmoon! Duckweed is a
powerhouse of nutrients for the fish! Feed both Daphnia
and Duckweed for a real treat!

Daphnia

e of the nost amezing doservatians is
a drop of water going across a lotus leaf.
a raining day, a water gardener will notice the
vater drops “rolling” off the lotus leaf as if
they were drops of mercury glistening as
they fall over the ede of the leaf. Tt gpoears
thet not anly the leaf is not getting wet, bt the
water droplet does not even touch the surface
of the leaf ard stays in a tidght “ball-like” shepe!

A team of researchers noted that a beam
of light could ke used to move a drp of oil
around a surface...however, they could not
do the same thing with water drops. However,
an Arizana team of researchers were inspired
by doserving the drcp of water an a lotus leaf
and oocluded that the relationship of the
water drop and the surface material was the
answer to moving a droplet of water with a
light beam. The super repelling nanure of lotus
leaves that was noted by water gardeners is
now in the hands of researchers. By using
light (ultraviclet) to move water droplets could
be applied to medical uses in making
miniature valves and pumps (SN:08/07/04
p.84-85). Tharks to aur lotus leaves!

Now, if you have not noticed this most uusual display of water rolling of £ a water
Icus lesf, take a close watch this year...as you witness the water droplet meking its
ramerkable jommey over the lotus, just think how Mother Nature works and comes up
with sore of the most spectacular displays an earth!

Fish hope you have ane!

Many water gardeners have an increased
fish population that has gromn over the years
through reproduction or
the fish have just gotten
larger . With this
charge is the increase
demand for oxygen.
Many water gardeners
have a water feature
water with a parp. This will add new oxygen
to the water and in turn supports any
increased fish population or growth of fish.
Dissolved oxygen is lower at higher
temperatures, and on a hot summer day the
worst that you can expect is a failed purp and your water feature stops.
In addition, photosynthesis (plants producing axygen) stops at night and
the plants ALSO demand oxygen. This situation causes a stressful
codition and demerd for axyoen by all living things in your pad.  Fish
may begin to gasp or gulp air at the water surface. Yai need to do
something quick!

Mary water gardeners have a backup aeration system in place or
ready for use. PAeration systems cmsist of an air pap attached to an
air stane which produces meny tiny budoles filled with axygen. The fish
often will “play” or swim through these budbles and adds a new feature to
your water garden. During this backup, meny water gardeners leave it in
place ard allow the fish to play in the water budoles. See Trider s catalog
page 63 for an aeration kit which not anly can be used as a backup to a
failed pump, but can be used as a method to keep a hole in the ice during
